What is a construction?

Constructions are structural units of language, prominent linguistic patterns that form sentences and phrases. Constructions are
arguably stored in speakers’ minds as prefabricated units. Some constructions are simple like the English construction My name is
John. Others are more complex like the English nice-of-you construction, as in /t's nice of you to call. Constructions often have a fixed
part (the anchor) and variable parts (slots). For example, /t’s, of, and to are anchor words, whereas nice, you and call are fillers of the
slots. Because fillers can vary, one can employ the same construction to produce various utterances, such as /t’s bad of him to come
late or It's sweet of them to ask.

There is a gap between a constructicon and L2
learners.

 We need to provide teaching materials — exercises, preferably a system of exercises.
* We need to target key conversational topics that students learn.

* We need to incorporate these materials into the study curriculum.

Are discourse cxns only for advanced learners?

* Russian discourse constructions are traditionally thought of as linguistic devices
that can primarily benefit advanced L2 learners (Shekhtman et al. 2002).

* Beginners and intermediate learners are expected to focus on acquiring the
“basics” of grammar and vocabulary instead.

* In reality, less-advanced learners (A1-B1) are no less eager to practice their
conversational skills than their more advanced peers.

* Beginners and intermediates comprise the predominant category of learners and
are likely to drop the study program altogether if they don’t get a chance to
practice speaking.

We explore the benefits of teaching Russian discourse cxns

at a relatively early stages of L2 learning (A2-B1).

Constructions are the building blocks of language. Constructions are patterns of word choices, word combinations, and sentence structures that are
often difficult for foreign learners to master. A typical construction is made up of fixed pieces and slots where you can add words. For example, in the
construction yto kacaercsa NP-Gen, To Cl, the words “4To kacaetcs” and “10" are fixed elements, while NP-Gen (= noun phrase in the genitive case)
and Cl (= clause, sentence) are open slots that can be filled with different fillers. Thus, this construction provides a structure that you can use to build an
entire sentence, for instance: 4YTo kacaetcs cnopra, 9 o4eHb nobnio beratob.

What we learned from this project

* Cxns constitute ready-to-use communicative units that can be easily employed
as building blocks in speech production.

* Cxns can be combined into strategic sets, or templates, that make the task of
generating any text, oral or written, much easier.

* Mastering cxns lightens the burden of language learning, since learners do not
need to build a sentence word by word.

* Using cxns of conversational Russian exposes students to spoken Russian and
patterns that are actively used in everyday life and communication.

Our further plans:

* Add short explanatory video materials explaining specific cxns
* Explore various ways of visual representation of variable elements and the fillers.

* Expand the constructionist approach to the beginner level. .
